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Powering Off the Projector

“Power off the lamp? Video Mute” displayed on the
projector’s screen. Press the “Power” button again to confirm,
otherwise the message will disappear after five seconds.
Please note that if the @) key is pressed instead, the projector
will enter the “Video Mute” mode and no image will be
displayed. To exit the “Video Mute” mode, press the “Power”
button again.

Ensure that you have removed the lens cap and that the projector
is turned on.

Ensure that the “Hide” feature is not enabled.

Problem: Partial, scrolling, or incorrectly displayed images.

Press “Re-Sync” on the remote control or control panel.

If using a PC:

For Windows 3.x:

1. In the Windows Program Manager, double click the “Windows
Setup” icon in the Main group.

2. Verify that your display resolution setting is less than or equal
